Corrected: The owner moved the plants and the totes so the hand sink is accessible.

Observed: The hot water was shut off on the left sink in the two year olds room and on the hand sink
in the three year olds room.

Corrected: The inspector turned on the hot water for both sinks.

Observed: No paper towels were in the dispenser at the hand sink in the kitchen.

Corrected: The owner filled the paper towels dispenser.

Required: Care givers and children wash hands using soap,warm running water and sanitary

hand drying methods.

A3 Observed: A dead cockroach and cockroach droppings were found in the kitchen cabinet labeled
"extra bottles".

Observed: Dead bugs were observed on the floor throughout the resource room.

Corrected: The owner cleaned up the dead bugs during the inspection.

Observed: In the main area of the infant/toddler room, dead bugs were found on the floor and
underneath the cot storage.

Corrected: The owner removed all dead bugs during the inspection.

Observed: In the older toddler room, a few dead beetles were found behind the rocking chair and
playhouse.

Corrected: The employee removed all dead bugs during the inspection.

Observed: In the utility room, mice droppings were found on the floor.

Observed: The exterior door in the school agers room has daylight coming in from the bottom seal.
Corrected: The play ground gravel was moved from underneath the door seal to make a tight seal.
Observed: The BBL shed in the outdoor playground that houses children toys, has a hole in the
floor, the door is not secure, live spiders and mice droppings were found inside.

Observed: The closet near the HVAC in the two year olds room is cluttered and not organized.
Observed: Tires in the play area near the HVAC unit is holding water.

Required: No evidence of insects, spiders, rodents or pest entry points, or pest harborage.

E8 Observed: In the Whirlpool freezer, raw burger patties were stored over ready-to-eat food.
Corrected: The owner voluntarily discarded the raw burger patties.

Observed: Roach combat bait trap and roach paste bait was found inside the kitchen cabinets that
store clean dishes.

Comment: The combat bait trap was voluntarily discarded however the owner is going to contact
their pest control contractor to handle the bait paste.

F1 Observed: In the three year old room, a separate set of clean in place three step spray bottles are
needed for the changing table.

Observed: In the school agers boy bathroom, the bleach spray bottle does not work and the
concentration was tested over 200ppm.

Comment: The sanitizer concentration was corrected by diluting it to 200ppm.

Observed: In the school agers room, the bleach spray bottle was tested to a concentration over
200ppm.

Corrected: The owner diluted this concentration to 200ppm.

Observed: In the pre-k room, the bleach spray bottle was tested to a concentration of Oppm.
Corrected: The owner added bleach to this bottle to a concentration of 200ppm.

Observed: In the two year olds room, both bleach spray bottles for the food contact area and the
changing table, the concentration was tested over 200ppm.

Comment: Both the bleach spray bottles were diluted to a concentration of 200ppm.

Observed: In the school agers girl bathroom the quat sanitizer was tested at a concentration over
500 parts per million (ppm).

Corrected: The quat sanitizer was corrected by diluting the concentration to 200ppm.

Required: All items requiring sanitizing shall be washed, rinsed and sanitized with approved agents,
methods, and concentrations.

Al0 Observed: The hot water for the children's sinks was shut off in the two and three year old room.
The two year old rooms left sink, was tempt at less than 100.0°F. The three year old rooms sink was
tempt at 73.0°F.

Required: Hot water temperature at sinks accessible to children 100° - 120° F.

Corrected: Inspectors turned on the hot water in both rooms. Once the hot water was turned on in
the two year room the water tempt at 108.0°F. Once the hot water was turned on in the three year
old room the water tempt at 105.0°F.

Comment: The owner stated they turn off the water every night.

A4 Observed: Multiple scented aerosols stored in cabinet in the pre-k room and in the staff bathroom
located in the infant/toddler room.

Comment: The owner did remove the aerosol sprays in the pre-k.

Required: Scented aerosols may not be used to mask odors.

14 Observed: In the school agers room, both bathroom exhaust fans are not working.
Required: Mechanically vented to prevent molds and odors.

Al6 Observed: The spray nozzle for the sink in the infant/toddler room falls below the flood rim.
Required: Potable water shall not have cross connections and must have an air gap.

Observed: The interior window seal ledge, was cluttered with toys and crafts.

Observed: White box fan in kitchen is soiled with dust like debris.

Observed: Exhaust fan in kitchen is soiled with dust like debris.

Observed: Cool air HVAC return has dust like debris built-up inside (resource room, pre-k, old
toddler room, and the two year olds room).

Observed: Clutter of toys and debris in the outside area (near HVAC next to pre-k room, and outside
fence near the infant/toddler room).

Observed: The BBL outside shed has chalking paint.

Comment: Inspector used 3M Lead Test strip and the results were negative.

Observed: Lent behind the washer and drying machine.

Observed: Dust debris above the cabinets in the kitchen.

Required: Clean and free of unsanitary conditions.

Observed: In the school agers girl bathroom, clean clothes were stored outside of the plastic storage
drawers.

Required: Extra clothing in restrooms must be stored to prevent contamination.

Corrected: The owner placed the clean cloths inside the plastic storage drawers.

NOTE: The food prep counter in the kitchen has excessive wear and tear. In the future the counter
top might have to be addressed.

E9 Observed: An unlabeled spay bottle was found outside in the play area.

Required: Food, toxic agents, cleaning agents not in their original containers properly
labeled.

Corrected: The owner labeled the bottle and was determined to be water.

F3(A) |Observed: Can opener soiled with metal shavings, this can be an indication that the blade is dull.
Metal stem thermometer was stored while soiled with food like debris.

Corrected: Placed in the sink to be washed/rinsed/sanitized.

A8 Observed: The three step clean in place spray bottles were stored in reach of the children in the
three year old room.

Corrected: The owner moved the three step bottles to a higher location out of the children's reach.

G2 Observed: Electric skillet has non-stick coating wearing off.

Corrected: Owner voluntarily discarded the electric skillet.

F5 Observed: Dirt and food debris found on the rugs in the three year old room.

Observed: Multiple rugs in the resource room that appeared to be soiled with debris.

Observed: The floors throughout and underneath the cots in the pre-k room were dirty with dust and
food like debris.

Observed: Rugs in the pre-k room were soiled with debris and one of the rugs had frayed ends.
Observed: In the main area of the infant/toddler room, dirt like debris was observed on the floor.
Observed: The floors in the infant room appear to be soiled/stained.

Comment: Inspectors used a wet paper towel and was able to pull up some of the soiled/stained
material during the inspection.

Observed: In the school agers room dirt like debris was found on the floors and on the rugs.
Observed: In the school agers bathrooms (both boy and girls) dirt like debris was observed on the
floor.

Observed: In the utility room, the floor was soiled with dirt like debris and water scum like debris is
building up on the floor from a water leak at the hot water heater.

Observed: Interior door leading to the pre-k room was off the hinges.

Observed: In the resource room, ceiling tiles and the wall above the window is damaged and
exposing insulation where the roof leaked lasted year.

Observed: In the pre-k room, ceiling tile is missing.

Observed: In the staff bathroom, located in the infant/toddler room, there is a damaged ceiling tile.
Observed: In the young toddler room's closet, there is a stained ceiling tile.

Observed: In the baby room, damaged ceiling tiles and the wall around the window appears to have
water damage.

	row2: Observed: Plants in the kitchen hand sink and multiple totes were stored in front of the hand sink.
Corrected: The owner moved the plants and the totes so the hand sink is accessible.
Observed: The hot water was shut off on the left sink in the two year olds room and on the hand sink in the three year olds room.
Corrected: The inspector turned on the hot water for both sinks.
Observed: No paper towels were in the dispenser at the hand sink in the kitchen.
Corrected: The owner filled the paper towels dispenser.
Required: Care givers and children wash hands using soap,warm running water and sanitary
hand drying methods.

Observed: A dead cockroach and cockroach droppings were found in the kitchen cabinet labeled "extra bottles".
Observed: Dead bugs were observed on the floor throughout the resource room.
Corrected: The owner cleaned up the dead bugs during the inspection.
Observed: In the main area of the infant/toddler room, dead bugs were found on the floor and underneath the cot storage.
Corrected: The owner removed all dead bugs during the inspection.
Observed: In the older toddler room, a few dead beetles were found behind the rocking chair and playhouse.
Corrected: The employee removed all dead bugs during the inspection.
Observed: In the utility room, mice droppings were found on the floor.
Observed: The exterior door in the school agers room has daylight coming in from the bottom seal.
Corrected: The play ground gravel was moved from underneath the door seal to make a tight seal.
Observed: The BBL shed in the outdoor playground that houses children toys, has a hole in the floor, the door is not secure, live spiders and mice droppings were found inside.
Observed: The closet near the HVAC in the two year olds room is cluttered and not organized.
Observed: Tires in the play area near the HVAC unit is holding water.
Required: No evidence of insects, spiders, rodents or pest entry points, or pest harborage.

Observed: In the Whirlpool freezer, raw burger patties were stored over ready-to-eat food.
Corrected: The owner voluntarily discarded the raw burger patties.
Observed: Roach combat bait trap and roach paste bait was found inside the kitchen cabinets that store clean dishes.
Comment: The combat bait trap was voluntarily discarded however the owner is going to contact their pest control contractor to handle the bait paste.
Required: Food, food related items, and utensils covered, stored and handled to prevent contamination by individuals, pests, toxic agents, cleaning agents, water drain lines, medicines, dust, splash and other foods. No bare-hand contact of ready-to-eat foods.
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	row3: Observed: In the three year old room, a separate set of clean in place three step spray bottles are needed for the changing table.
Observed: In the school agers boy bathroom, the bleach spray bottle does not work and the concentration was tested over 200ppm.
Comment: The sanitizer concentration was corrected by diluting it to 200ppm.
Observed: In the school agers room, the bleach spray bottle was tested to a concentration over 200ppm.
Corrected: The owner diluted this concentration to 200ppm.
Observed: In the pre-k room, the bleach spray bottle was tested to a concentration of 0ppm.
Corrected: The owner added bleach to this bottle to a concentration of 200ppm.
Observed: In the two year olds room, both bleach spray bottles for the food contact area and the changing table, the concentration was tested over 200ppm.
Comment: Both the bleach spray bottles were diluted to a concentration of 200ppm.
Observed: In the school agers girl bathroom the quat sanitizer was tested at a concentration over 500 parts per million (ppm).
Corrected: The quat sanitizer was corrected by diluting the concentration to 200ppm.
Required: All items requiring sanitizing shall be washed, rinsed and sanitized with approved agents, methods, and concentrations.

Observed: The hot water for the children's sinks was shut off in the two and three year old room.
The two year old rooms left sink, was tempt at less than 100.0°F. The three year old rooms sink was tempt at 73.0°F.
Required: Hot water temperature at sinks accessible to children 100° - 120° F.
Corrected: Inspectors turned on the hot water in both rooms. Once the hot water was turned on in the two year room the water tempt at 108.0°F. Once the hot water was turned on in the three year old room the water tempt at 105.0°F.
Comment: The owner stated they turn off the water every night.

Observed: Multiple scented aerosols stored in cabinet in the pre-k room and in the staff bathroom located in the infant/toddler room.
Comment: The owner did remove the aerosol sprays in the pre-k.
Required: Scented aerosols may not be used to mask odors.

Observed: In the school agers room, both bathroom exhaust fans are not working.
Required: Mechanically vented to prevent molds and odors.

Observed: The spray nozzle for the sink in the infant/toddler room falls below the flood rim.
Required: Potable water shall not have cross connections and must have an air gap.

Observed: The kitchen trash can didn't have a lid.
Required: Inside food refuse containers when not in use shall be covered with a tight fitting lid.
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	row4: Observed: Inside the microwave soiled with food debris (kitchen and infant/toddler).
Observed: The interior window seal ledge, was cluttered with toys and crafts.
Observed: White box fan in kitchen is soiled with dust like debris.
Observed: Exhaust fan in kitchen is soiled with dust like debris.
Observed: Cool air HVAC return has dust like debris built-up inside (resource room, pre-k, old toddler room, and the two year olds room).
Observed: Clutter of toys and debris in the outside area (near HVAC next to pre-k room, and outside fence near the infant/toddler room).
Observed: The BBL outside shed has chalking paint.
Comment: Inspector used 3M Lead Test strip and the results were negative.
Observed: Lent behind the washer and drying machine.
Observed: Dust debris above the cabinets in the kitchen.
Required: Clean and free of unsanitary conditions.
Observed: In the school agers girl bathroom, clean clothes were stored outside of the plastic storage drawers.
Required: Extra clothing in restrooms must be stored to prevent contamination.
Corrected: The owner placed the clean cloths inside the plastic storage drawers.
NOTE: The food prep counter in the kitchen has excessive wear and tear. In the future the counter top might have to be addressed.

Observed: An unlabeled spay bottle was found outside in the play area.
Required: Food, toxic agents, cleaning agents not in their original containers properly
labeled.
Corrected: The owner labeled the bottle and was determined to be water.

Observed: Can opener soiled with metal shavings, this can be an indication that the blade is dull.
Metal stem thermometer was stored while soiled with food like debris.
Required: The following items washed, rinsed and sanitized after each use when using food utensils.
Corrected: Placed in the sink to be washed/rinsed/sanitized.

Observed: All three changing tables in the infant/toddler room have black cloth straps. These straps appeared to be soiled and are not a cleanable surface.
Required: Diapering surface smooth, easily, cleanable, nonabsorbent ,and in good repair.

Observed: In the school agers the girls bathroom door was not closed while not in use.
Required: Doors closed when not in use.
Corrected: Owner closed the door.
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	row5: Observed: In the school agers girl bathroom, no rinse bottle, the bleach spray bottle does not work. 
Observed: The two year old bathroom doesn't have a rinse or wash spray bottle in the bathroom.
Required: Should have 3-step bottles to wash/rinse/sanitize at least daily.

Observed: The three step clean in place spray bottles were stored in reach of the children in the three year old room.
Required: Medicines and other toxic agents not accessible to children. Child contact items stored to prevent contamination by medicines,other toxic agents, cleaning agents and waste water drain lines.
Corrected: The owner moved the three step bottles to a higher location out of the children's reach.

Observed: Electric skillet has non-stick coating wearing off.
Required: All food utensils needs to in good repair.
Corrected: Owner voluntarily discarded the electric skillet.

Observed: Dirt and food debris found on the rugs in the three year old room.
Observed: Multiple rugs in the resource room that appeared to be soiled with debris.
Observed: The floors throughout and underneath the cots in the pre-k room were dirty with dust and food like debris.
Observed: Rugs in the pre-k room were soiled with debris and one of the rugs had frayed ends.
Observed: In the main area of the infant/toddler room, dirt like debris was observed on the floor.
Observed: The floors in the infant room appear to be soiled/stained.
Comment: Inspectors used a wet paper towel and was able to pull up some of the soiled/stained material during the inspection.
Observed: In the school agers room dirt like debris was found on the floors and on the rugs.
Observed: In the school agers bathrooms (both boy and girls) dirt like debris was observed on the floor.
Observed: In the utility room, the floor was soiled with dirt like debris and water scum like debris is building up on the floor from a water leak at the hot water heater.
Observed: Interior door leading to the pre-k room was off the hinges.
Observed: In the resource room, ceiling tiles and the wall above the window is damaged and exposing insulation where the roof leaked lasted year.
Observed: In the pre-k room, ceiling tile is missing.
Observed: In the staff bathroom, located in the infant/toddler room, there is a damaged ceiling tile.
Observed: In the young toddler room's closet, there is a stained ceiling tile.
Observed: In the baby room, damaged ceiling tiles and the wall around the window appears to have water damage.
Observed: Tumble mats and toy blocks made of the same material in the young and old toddler rooms have wear and tear.
Required: Walls, ceilings, and floors clean and in good repair. Cleaned and sanitized when
contacted by body fluids.
